FOUNDATION INFORMATION 

Most of the North Texas area soil is expansive type clay.  Therefore, proper care of your home’s foundation is very important in 
preserving the integrity of the structure.  Clay soils have the ability to expand (when wet) and contract (when dry) at alarming rates.  
This requires that an EVEN and rather Constant level of moisture be maintained around the ENTIRE house.  Defects in foundations 
occur when the structure does not move as a unit.  This could occur when one area around the foundation is continually wet, while 
other areas remain dry.  Listed below are a few suggestions that may be help in your foundation maintenance program 
 
1. Maintain the grading and the beds around the foundation so that it gently slopes AWAY from the structure. 
2. If the house has guttering, be sure that all run-off is diverted well away (2-3 feet) from the foundation. 
3. The area around the foundation should always be watered evenly around the ENTIRE structure. 
4. The best way to ensure even watering is to place soaker  hoses around the entire perimeter and to water EVENLY every time. 
5. Do not let water stand next to the foundation.

There is cracked grout in the ceramic tile finish at the rear patio and laundry room 
entrance doors.  These joints should be re-grouted and sealed.  The grout at the 
corners of the island counter cabinets should be re-grouted and sealed as well.  
 
The ceramic floor tile at the rear patio door was noted to have air pockets in the 
bedding cement or grout. When tapped the tile yields a hollow sound (see red dot). 
The stain finish at the base of the stairs(trim) is uneven and should be touched up.

The front entrance door is difficult to open and close during operation.  The door 
tends to stick and bind and should be addressed prior to final walk through.  The 
front door weather stripping appears to be inadequate as daylight is clearly visible 
at the bottom of the hinge side of the door. This condition should be addressed.

There are gutter downspouts at the NE & NW corners of the home that are not 
connected to the corrugated plastic drain pipe.  The drain pipe on the NE side of 
the home should also be buried for proper installation.  
 
There were paint deficiencies noted on various cabinets, shelves and trim boards 
throughout the home.  Some of those deficiencies include: 
-Shelving in the laundry room, 
-Trim board in garage between (2) doors, 
-Breakfast nook area @ supply air register, 
-Base cabinet in upstairs Jack & Jill bath; W side of home. 
-Shelving in upstairs hall closet
